SPECIAL RESOLUTIONS 
1. THAT clauses 12 and 13 of the constitution are amended to read:
Clause 12
(3) Number of charity trustees
(a) There shall be:
(i) Not less than three nor more than seven charity trustees elected under the provisions of clause 13(1), and
(ii) No more than six charity trustees co-opted under the provisions of clause 13(2).
(iii) Where possible there should be one trustee out of the total number of trustees based in each of Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland.
13. Appointment of Trustees
(2) Co-opted Charity Trustees 
(a) The charity trustees may co-opt up to six persons meeting the requirements of the Governance Committee under clause 19.



2. THAT clause 15 of the constitution
15. Retirement and removal of charity trustees
(1) A charity trustee ceases to hold office if he or she:
(a) retires by notifying the CIO in writing (but only if enough charity trustees will remain in office when the notice of resignation takes effect to form a quorum for meetings);
(b) is absent without the permission of the charity trustees from any two meetings out of the agreed annual cycle of meetings and the trustees resolve that his or her office be vacated;
(c) dies;
(d) in the written opinion, given to the company, of a registered medical practitioner treating that person, has become physically or mentally incapable of acting as a charity trustee and may remain so for more than three months;
(e) is removed by the trustees or the members of the CIO in accordance with sub-clause (2) of this clause; or
(f) is disqualified from acting as a charity trustee by virtue of section 178-180 of the Charities Act 2011 (or any statutory re-enactment or modification of that provision).


3. THAT clause 20 (2) of the constitution is amended to read: 
[bookmark: _Hlk172303171]20. Meetings and Proceedings of Charity Trustees
(2) Chairing of meetings and appointment of officers
1. The charity trustees will appoint from within their number a CTA Chair to serve a three year term who will be eligible for re-appointment for a maximum of one additional three year term subject to their continued membership of the board in accordance with Clause 13.
1. The charity trustees will appoint a Vice Chair from within their number to serve a three year term who will be eligible for re-appointment for a maximum of one additional three year term subject to their continued membership of the board in accordance with Clause 13.
1. The charity trustees will appoint from within their number a Treasurer to serve a three year term who will be eligible for re-appointment for a maximum of one additional three year term subject to their continued membership of the board in accordance with Clause 13.
1. The Vice Chair may deputise as the chair for meetings in the Chair’s absence. In the absence also of the Vice Chair the trustees may elect a temporary chair for the purpose of that meeting alone.
1. The charity trustees may revoke any of those appointments at any time.


4. THAT clause 20 of the constitution is amended to add a new paragraph (5):
20. Meetings and Proceedings of Charity Trustees
(5) Attendance at meetings
a) The Chief Executive of the CIO and/or their nominees, shall be invited to attend meetings of the Trustees.
b) From time to time, the Board may appoint or invite individuals to attend Board meetings as observers or advisors. Any individuals so appointed shall not exercise the powers or responsibilities of the Trustees, shall not count towards the quorum, and shall not have voting rights.
